POSITION RESPONSIBILITIES 

 Supervising children from ages 10-16. 
 Teaches CAN Sail curriculum as prescribed by the Senior Staff and Sail Canada. 
 Responsible for ensuring that their division’s schedule and general course plan is being followed. 
 Act as a role model for the following traits: leadership, moral integrity, friendliness, diplomacy, honesty, fair play, 

sportsmanship, and open-mindedness. 
 Organizes on-land activities and games for varied weather conditions. 
 Constantly uses discretion and good judgement in relationships with children and exhibits proper behaviour. Incumbents 

must be able to interact with many personalities in various age groups accordingly. 
 Attend meetings, training activities, course and all other work-related activities as required. 
 Performs related duties as required. The RCYC employees will be required to perform any other job-related duties assigned 

by their reporting Manager or Management.
